AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY TO THE CORPORATE LIMITS
OF KAYSVILLE CITY, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE STATE OF UTAH.

WHEREAS, a Petition containing the signatures of the owners of private real property that
is located within the area proposed for annexation; covers a majority of the private land area within
the area proposed for annexation; and is equal in value to at least one-third of the value of all
private real property within the area proposed for annexation, together with an accurate plat or

map, prepared by a licensed surveyor, of the area proposed for annexation, has been filed with the
City Recorder of Kaysville City, and;

WHEREAS, the Kaysville City Council has accepted the petition for further consideration;
